The current academic year will be completed by 31 March but the summer vacation for the students
will be commencing from 30" March onwards.

March 22" and 23 will be holidays on account of the Ugadi Festival.
March 24" will be a full practice day for the ECA as the instructors engage in the training on the day.
(Students can wear Saturday’s Uniform)

The class photos (Montessori to Grade X) will be taken on Saturday, the 25" of March followed by the
ECA practices.
